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Mexican Port System: Cargo movement

¢ The Port System in Mexico is one of the
most important in Latin America

¢ Commercial cargo has grown more rapidly
than total cargo: 5.6% vs 2.7% annual
growth rate between 1994 and 2011, since
Petroleum and its derivatives have been
declining

¢ At the end of 2011 the movement of
commercial cargo will reach 146 million
tons, 116.2% more than 1995

Cargo composition in 2010
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Container throughput in Mexican ports

¢ Growth rate of 12.7% in the last 15 years, vs
a global rate of 10.5%

¢ A new high was reached in 2010. It is
expected that the 2011 statistics will set
another record.

¢ Between January and August 2011, Mexican
ports have handled 2.73 Million TEUs,
15.5% more than in the same period in 2010.

¢ When compared to 2010, containers in the
Pacific coast have grown 17% in January-
August and 12.6% in the Gulf of Mexico

¢ Container movement is expected to grow
7.7% in average per year, up to 2015
